Communication, Language and Literacy:

Writing – Plan and write stories and non-fiction texts, using appropriate features and story maps. Sequence sentences to form narratives. Use 
expanded noun phrases to describe and conjunctions to connect clauses. Use common punctuation correctly.  Discuss, edit and publish writing. 
Speaking and Listening – Listen carefully and respond appropriately. Take an active part in discussion and role play. Retell stories. Actively contribute 
and collaborate in groups.

Science:  

• Forces – Recognise, observe and describe forces such as pushes and 
pulls. Describe the differences between non/magnetic materials. Ask 
questions and plan a test linked to forces.  

• Light – Compare brightness and colour of lights. Observe shadows 
and notice how they are similar in shape to objects forming them.
